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The students took assemblies on their return using 
resources collected and experience gained from the 
Forum.  They also played a major part in organising 
and leading activities on our Global Citizenship Day 
in July.  The idea of the day was to increase awareness 
of poverty and to raise funds for Msaada and in 
particular the Excel School in Rwamagana, Rwanda.  
The day consisted of watching Hotel Rwanda, 
undertaking a charity walk and completing some 
activities including solving a crime scene.  The Sixth 
Form students became teachers for the day leading 
younger students to discover many of the problems 
facing others less fortunate than ourselves. 

Sixth Form News
A group of 8 Sixth Formers went to the conference to learn more about the problems of poverty that are faced 
by developing countries around the world.  In particular, the focus was on child mortality in sub Saharan Africa.  
Afterwards, they visited their local MP, Bob Walter, at the Houses of Parliament to ask why more is not being 
done for children that are in dire need.  These are some of their comments:
